present at all hearings where
the defendant is present

8) You have a right to
reasonable protection
before, during, and after all
court proceedings

9) If available, you have the
right to be provided a
separate waiting area
before, during, and after all
court proceedings

10) In criminal proceedings, you
have a right to request
restitution be sought through
the prosecutor’'s office

11) You have a right to provide a
Victim Impact Statement at
the sentencing hearing
(acic.org)

12) You have the right to be
notified on the status of the
alleged or convicted offender
(vinelink.com)

13) You have a right to be
provided with an interpreter
during all court proceedings

14) If the victim is a minor,
iIncapacitated or deceased, a
member of the victim's
family may exercise these
rights

Crime Victims Reparations Board Help
for Crime Victims:

An innocent victim of a violent crime
(including DWI) may qualify for financial help
from the Crime Victims Reparations Board.
This money may help pay for medical
expenses, or other costs related to personal
injuries that were caused by a violent crime.

You Ma ualify for Assistance if:

1) The crime was reported to law
enforcement within 72 hours

2) An application for assistance Is
received within one year of the date
of the crime

3) The victim cooperates with the
investigation

4) The victim did not contribute to the
crime
